Microwaves

The appliance is equipped with a microwave
generator called a magnetron. The microwaves
generated are evenly emitted info the oven
cavity in order to reach the food and heat it.

The heat generated directly inside the food
allows it to be defrosted, re-heated or cooked
in a shorter fime compared fo traditional
cooking.
